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We owe our gratitude to our ancestors  

  We celebrated recently our 234th Independence Day, and it is important 

to remember that Jews took an active part in the war of independence.  Haym Salo-

mon (1740 ð1785) is only one of many Jewish heroes who risked their lives in order 

for us to obtain our freedom and live in America with no fear of religious restric-

tions. Solomon was involved in Jewish community affairs, being a member of Congre-

gation Mikveh Israel in Philadelphia, and in 1782, made the largest individual contribu-

tion towards the construction of its main building.  In 1783, Solomon was among the 

prominent Jews involved in the successful effort to have the Pennsylvania Council of 

Censors remove the religious test oath required for office-holding under the State 

Constitution. In 1784, he answered anti-Semitic slander in the press by stating:  

"I am a Jew; it is my own nation; I do not despair that we shall obtain every 

other privilege that we aspire to enjoy along with our fellow citizens."   
 

Here is his inspiring story through the eyes of Dr. Rich-

ard Booker, Founder/Director, and Institute for Hebraic-

Christian studies: 

In 1975, the United States Postal Department issued a 

stamp honoring a man named Haym Salomon for his 

contribution to the cause of the American Revolution.  

This stamp was uniquely printed on the front and the 

back. On the glue side of the stamp, the following words were printed in pale green 

ink: òFinancial Hero ñBusinessman and broker Haym Salomon was respon-

sible for raising most of the money needed to finance the American Revo-

lution and later to save the new nation from collapse. ó 

 

I personally have one of these stamps. Historians who have studied the story of 

Haym Salomon all agree that without his òcontribution to the cause,ó there would be 

no America today.

Haym Salomon bought and sold financial papers to raise money for Robert Morris who 

was the Superintendent of Finance for the Continental Congress. He believed that 

America would be a safe haven for the Jews. But this son of a rabbi also believed that 

one day in the future, Jerusalem would rise from the dust, the Jews would return to 

their ancient homeland, and Israel and Jerusalem would once again be the home of the 

wandering Jew. Salomon determined to do all that he could to finance the Revolution, 

so that America could survive until that future time when his people would once again 

fill the streets of Jerusalem. 

 

From one crisis to the next, Robert Morris went to Haym Salomon for help, and Salo-

mon always responded. Haym Salomon gave his entire personal fortune of over 

$800,000 to the cause of the Revolution. This debt was never repaid.  He died sick and 

penniless at the age of 45,  January 6, 1785,  leaving behind a young widow, Rachel, and 

four children all under the age of seven.  Rachel tried for months after Haymõs death to 

collect on personal loans that he had made to Robert Morris, to the Congress and to 

others.  She was requested to turn all her securities and certificates over to the State 

Treasurer of Pennsylvania for evaluation.  After several months,  she made further in-

quiries and was informed that all of the papers relating to her inheritance had been lost. 

 

Haym Salomon was buried in Mikveh Israel Cemetery in Philadelphia in a grave which is 

now unmarked.  Since we donõt know which is his grave, we cannot even pay our re-

spects at his graveside,  nor erect a marker.  

As Haym Salomon believed,  America has been that safe haven for the Jewish people, 

and Israel has been reborn.  As we celebrate America, may we remember the great debt 

we owe to Haym Salomon.  While we may not be able to repay him personally,  we can 

honor him by standing firm in our support and prayers for a strong and secure Israel, 

and a united Jerusalem under the rule of Haymõs Salomonõs spiritual descendants,  

the Jewish people.  

 

I hope that the story of Haym Salomon will inspire you as it inspired me.

THIS MONTH IN JEWISH HISTORY  

AUGUST 2010

August 31, 2010 marks the secular date of the 75 th  anniversary of the death of  

Rabbi Abraham Isaac Kook, the first Ashkenazi Chief Rabbi of the Jewish  

community of Palestine before the establishment of the State of Israel.   

To be sure, a Sephardi Chief Rabbi (known officially as Rishon Lõtzion ð First in 

Zion) was the recognized religious head of the Palestinian Jewish community 

during the 400 -year rule (1519 -1919) of the Ottoman Empire in  

Palestine.  

 

However, when  Britain was awarded the Mandate over Palestine following 

World War 1,  the number and prominence of Ashkenazi Jews in Palestine had 

grown to the point where their claim for equality of status with the Sephardim 

was seen as legitimate by the indigenous Jewish leadership and by the British 

authorities.  An important element in this effort was the appointment of an 

Ashkenazi Chief Rabbi as a co -equal religious leader with the Sephardi Rishon 

Lõtzion. 

 

The selection of Rabbi Abraham Isaac Hakohen Kook (1865 -1935) to fill this 

post, in the first instance, was based on Rabbi Kookõs distinguished academic 

and Rabbinic profile. He was born in Latvia, and at an early age was recognized 

by his Rabbinic mentors as a child prodigy (an òiluió in Hebrew).  

The young budding Rabbinic scholar studied at several prestigious yeshivot.  

He assumed his first Rabbinic post while yet in his early 20s.  In 1904 he was in-

vited to become Chief Rabbi of Jaffa, then a major Jewish population center.  In 

1921 Rabbi Kook was recruited to inaugurate the new office of Ashkenazi              

Chief Rabbi of Israel.  He served in this position until his death on August  31, 

1935. Throughout his Rabbinic career,  Rabbi Kook wrote and published a sig-

nificant number of scholarly treatises and articles.  

 

Overall, Rabbi Kookõs tenure as Chief Rabbi is considered to have been quite  

successful.  In great measure, this success derived from his unique personality 

and open approach towards all elements within the Jewish community.  Be-

cause he endeavored to draw in and cooperate with both the Religious and 

non-Religious segments of Palestinian Jewry, he was widely admired and even 

revered as the first Ashkenazi Chief Rabbi of Eretz Yisrael.
